1 “SILLY SHOES” 30/50 Nursery School children will be asked to paint tiny shoes with 
lots of colour. These will then be mounted in a freestanding helix sculpture in the centre of  
the lower gallery

2 “COLOUR ON THE RUN” Moulton Primary School children walk over squares drib-
bling paint across the 10 white canvases laid on the gallery floor. Followed by another 10 
children Followed by another 10. Flicking or throwing or similar methods will be intro-
duced. Resulting pieces will be assembled as one continuous art form.

3 “RAPP IT UP 1” Moulton Secondary art students will be asked to create a canvas of 
stereotypical images relating to the Women’s Institute using paint or printed images and the 
use of cross stitch

4 “RAPP IT UP2”  W.I. members will add graffiti style images over students images

5 “ DAWN TO DUSK” Scouts will be asked to produce a large sculpture showing the re-
cycling of materials from Tree to product to mulch and bark chipping Each stage of process 
will be physically linked to the next. 

6 “Act 1” Moulton Theatre group preparing an installation describing reaching for stardom 
focusing on colour and abstraction.
